“Ilive in a small village which already has two hardware
stores (one too many) which sell similar products. | set
myself a first order deadlline of about a week and a half,
hoping that with my own personal order and a couple of
others my total would come to £30 or £40. When |
reached my selfimposed deadline | had received orders
of nearly £300 in value. I really must recommend giving
Kleeneze a try, you won't be disappointed

“I do not know how else | can offer customers over 2000
extra products in my little office within a 21t by 1ft space, let
alone without making a pretly hefty financial commitment.
In two weeks we have handed out 25 of my original
catalogues, 10 thus far have come back in, and 8 out of
those 10 contained an order ranging from £6 to £34. That,
Ithink is quite an astonishing hit rate. So roughly £120 of
orders in my first 2 weeks. And to cap that, today | have
had one order for £108.00. Fantastic!”

And finally, from Brenda Bodenham, Honley Post
Office, Huddesfield.

“I was lucky enough to get to the Kleeneze
conference/showcase event in the National Indoor Arena
on Saturday and | can honestly say that | still had a little bit
of scepticism when | arrived. By the end of the day, | was
completely blown away. There were more than 3,000
people present and | was able to meet just a few of them.
They came from all walks of life — people who had been
with the business just a short time and people who had
been with them for a few years. Each story was impressive
in itself but here is a sample of just 2 of them.

Jacqui and her husband were facing redundancy (she
was in party plan and he was a coach driver) 10 years ago
and they were recruited by a friend. Today they are
earning in the region of £15,000 per 4 week period — their
son at the age of 23 had just finished back packing
around the world and was facing a return to the UK with
no job prospects and no money - today Craig (now 28) is
earning in excess of £6,000 per 4 week period and drives
a Porsche. Jamie, on the other hand is not quite breaking
records in the money stakes, he has learning difficulties
and was educated in a 'special needs’ school but he is
regularly earing £900+ per 4 week period working about
25 hours a week in an urban deprived area.

The NFSP has been in negotiations with Kleeneze for a
number of years and agreement for the trial was only
reached between the 2 parties late in July. We really have
got a fantastic and enviable opportunity. Our post offices
can be the showcase for the catalogue which is
presented in individually laminated sheets — the customers
will come to us. Perhaps, though, the biggest opportunity
lies in the potential we have to recruit our customers and
their friends to become Kleeneze agents. Rarely do I get
so enthused about anything to do with our Post Offices,
but I can honestly say thanks a million to the NFSP and to
Kleeneze who have worked so hard to bring about this
working relationship™
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
