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Millions will be told: ‘You may get

as little as a quarter of the value’

TWENTY-TWO million peo-
ple will be told this week
that they are not saving
enough to avoid crippling
poverty when they retire.
Even workers close to retire-
‘ment will learn that their pension
pots are worth just two thirds of
what they had expected when
they receive statements detailing
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their nest eggs. This means that
someone who was hoping to retire
on £800 a month will now have to
make do with just £534 a month.
The figures for other age

groups are just as shocking. The
predicted value of a 20-year-old’s
pension pot is worth a quarter of
the original estimate. For those in
their forties the value will be
merely a third and it is down to
half for people in their fiffies.
Although there has been much
