SHOW BUSINESS… OR IS THERE?
“It has been a very long and winding road from Manchester in the early
see anybody or even speak to friends on the telephone. She says it was
1930s, to June 2007 when I became a Distributor for Kleeneze.
I was born in December 1932 to an English mother and a Nigerian
father. Life was happy when I was a child. My father drilled into me the
ethic of work and achievement. Upon leaving school in 1948 I was
apprenticed as an engineer at the famous Metropolitan Vickers factory
in Manchester, however, my heart always
lingered after the world of show business. Much
to my father’s dismay, I gave up my job as a
consultant engineer and began a full-time career
as a professional entertainer in 1964. Fame came
when I was asked if I would like to take part in a
Granada television show, The Comedians. I
signed a contract with Granada in 1972.
They were good times, but I began to tire of the hectic life. For twenty
years I travelled not only up and down the British Isles from one
engagement to another but I also worked for a well known tour
company, travelling the world on cruises and working in hotels. It got to
the point where I did not even know which continent I was on, never
mind which country I was in. One hotel room is much like another and I
ceased even to care where I was.
I retired from show business in the mid 80s and went back to my
engineering roots and built up a successful company manufacturing
security products.
It is a cautionary tale, but after travelling the world as an entertainer,
clocking up more air and sea miles than many a pilot and sailor. In 1997
I was struck down by DVT, resulting in a pulmonary embolism. I was
taking an array of pills and steroids and could only walk with the aid of
a stick. Eventually the business suffered and I worked from home but
the stress was too much and in early 2006 I suffered a complete
breakdown. I became undernourished mentally and over nourished
physically, I deemed myself useless and must have slept for the best part
of nine months. While I was being monitored very closely by the medical
profession, my wife began to be uneasy at the way I had become
completely withdrawn, housebound and totally unsociable. I would not

like having to take a shoehorn to get me out to meet people again.
It was during this period that my wife Patricia found a card on her car
from Helen and Paul Allgood prospecting for part-time/full-time workers
from home. Under duress I contacted Helen and she sent me
information regarding a business opportunity with Kleeneze. To be
completely honest, I did not believe what this information pack was
telling me but I am a fatalist and, in the circumstances, what did I have
to lose?
Upon meeting Helen and Paul I saw in them the enthusiasm and drive
that I used to have and I knew that I had to restart somewhere. In June,
2007, I signed up and purchased the minimum 50 catalogues and
within the next week I proceeded to distribute 40 of them locally. A
couple of days later I went limping along and picked up my books. To
my utter amazement I had orders totalling £175. Completely
dumbfounded, I realised that what Helen and Paul had told me was the
complete truth. They advocated that there was a business opportunity
and over the next few weeks I purchased
further catalogues and followed the rules
to the letter. Distribute your catalogues,
pick up and process your orders, wait a
couple of days for your goods to arrive,
deliver the products to your clients pick up
the money and send to Kleeneze. What
could be simpler?
Helen and Paul took me to the summer
Kleeneze conference in Birmingham which
was a terrific enlightenment and from that
day I have not looked back. With a great team of 19 people to support
me, I have been fortunate to be made a Gold Distributor. But the icing
on the cake is the wonderful improvement of my health. Although
classed as an invalid, the future is bright, I have lost weight, thrown
away my walking stick and have made many new friends. Not bad for a
75 year old. If I can do it so can you!”

EX-POLICEMAN KLEENS UP OUR STREETS
“I joined North Wales Police in March 2005
after returning from living in New Zealand. I
was an officer on foot patrol out on the
streets dealing with the crooks: on my own,
ill-equipped, and generally ill-prepared for
what lay round the corner. On January 25
2006 I got shot at whilst in uniform, and
despite apprehending the thug, and
disarming him single-handedly, the Crown
Prosecution Service decided that since I’d
not been injured (he missed), there was no
case to answer. Since then I’d been
threatened with a whisky bottle being
waved at my throat, and another thug
threatened to put an axe in my head – so I decided I wanted out.
My wife gave birth to a beautiful boy in October 2005, and didn’t want
to return to her previous job. She found the Kleeneze Opportunity and

we joined the Focus Group under John and Karina Beesley at the end of
October 2006. By the summer of 2007, we had received a cheque for
£3000 for four weeks work part-time, compared to the £1,350 full-
time, shift work for the police.
By October 2007, I went full time with Kleeneze. Imagine my delight at
having an Inspector trying his hardest to persuade me to stay, and me
giving him two minutes of my time – then telling him that they will not
have my services any longer.
I now run the business full time with no boss. Lynwen my wife is at
home currently on maternity leave, and will be able to help develop this
amazing business we have in our hands and raise our children.
We wanted our children to have a stay-at-home mum, and to not have
to send them to nursery at huge expense. Both of us had stay-at-home
mums, but the financial pressures from modern society leave little room
for any alternative unless it’s Kleeneze.”
